TODAY’S GOSPEL:  JOHN 12:12-23 

The next day a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming 
to Jerusalem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, crying, 
"Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord, even the King of Israel!" and 
Jesus found a young ass and sat upon it; as it is written, "Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold, 
your king is coming, sitting on an ass's colt!" His disciples did not understand this at first; but 
when Jesus was glorified, then they remembered that this had been written of him and had 
been done to him. The crowd that had been with him when he called Lazarus out of the tomb 
and raised him from the dead bore witness. The reason why the crowd went to meet him was 
that they heard he had done this sign. The Pharisees then said to one another, "You see that 
you can do nothing; look, the world has gone after him." 

Now among those who went up to worship at the feast were some Greeks. So these 
came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, "Sir, we wish to see Je-
sus." Philip went and told Andrew; Andrew went with Philip and they told Jesus. And Jesus 
answered them, "The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified."

NEWS FROM ST. NERSESS ARMENIAN SEMINARY 

 

Graduation 
On May 30th, St. Nersess will celebrate the graduation of Subdeacon Saro Kalayjian. Sub-
deacon Saro grew up in the St. Mary Armenian Church parish of Washington, D.C. and is 
the son of Rev. Fr. Vertanes and Yn. Anahid Kalayjian. He will graduate with a joint Master 
of Divinity degree from St. Nersess and St. Vladimir’s Orthodox Theological Seminary. His 
Eminence Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, Diocesan Primate and President of the St. 
Nersess Board of Directors, will preside over the commencement exercises.  
 
Seminarian Intern 
St. John’s will be blessed to have an Intern  from the St. Nersess Armenian Seminary study-
ing under Father Garabed and Deacon Rubik.  Diratzoo Levon Asdourian, who will be a 
second year graduate student at St. Nersess, will be here at St. John’s for two months from  
June 24th - August 23rd to sharpen his liturgical music skills under Deacon Rubik and with 
Der Hayr.  Diratzoo will learn what parish life and administration and working within the 
context of an Armenian community of faith is all about.

A special  tea will be held  to welcome  Seminarian Levon to our parish.  All are welcome to 
attend and greet him to our community. 
 
Brief  Biography 
Levon will enter his second year in the fall at the new St. Nersess campus in Armonk NY. 
He was born in Pennsylvania and received his B.A. degree from the State University  of 
New York at Purchase. He is in the Master’s of Divinity program at St. Nersess and St. Vla-
dimir’s Orthodox Theological Seminary. He speaks fluent Armenian and has a passion for 
working with youth as he has done at Hye Camp and St. Nersess Summer Conferences for 
several years. 
 
Summer Deacon’s Training Program 
Garo Matossian, son of Dr. Viken and Mary Matossian, has been selected as a ‘star’ student 
to participate in a special summer training program in the Holy Land at the Armenian Or-
thodox Patriarchate in Jerusalem. Father Daniel Findikyan, director of the Zohrab Infor-
mation Center of the Diocese and former Dean of St. Nersess, has chosen well-trained stu-
dents who have attended programs at the seminary and who have advanced skills and 
abilities to take part.

 The Second Palm Sunday 

 

On the Sunday following the Feast of the Ascension of Our Lord, the Armenian Church 
celebrates “Second” Palm Sunday. The name of the feast has been derived from Palm Sunday, 
which precedes Easter.  In the week leading up to His betrayal, crucifixion and resurrection, the 
“first” Palm Sunday symbolized the triumphant entry of Christ into Jerusalem where people 
met Him with great joy and glorified His Holy Name.  The Second Palm Sunday is the commem-
oration of the triumphant entry of the Ascended Christ into the Heavenly Jerusalem, where the 
angels meet him with great happiness and delight. 

 
According to tradition, during St. Gregory the Illuminator’s imprisonment in the pit, he 

was visited every day by the same angel. However one day, the angel did not come. The fol-
lowing morning, St. Gregory inquires to the reason for his absence, to which the angel re-
sponds that during the Ascension, Christ had passed through the ranks of the Angels, and they 
celebrate that feast each year. The angel visiting St. Gregory was from the fourth class of an-
gelic hosts, and thus, on the fourth day following the Ascension, his rank of angels commemo-
rates and celebrates Christ’s Ascension to heaven every year. 

 
St. Gregory of Datev, one of the greatest theologians of the Armenian Church, has a 

famous interpretation of this event. Prior to His Ascension, the ranks of angels, except for the 
lowest class, who served Christ during His earthly life, were not aware of Christ’s incarnation 
for the salvation of man. St. Gregory’s commentary states that when the Lord was passing 
through the ranks of angels, they were surprised and asked, “Who was that powerful king?” 
The angels accompanying Christ thus informed them. This dialogue of angels is presented in 
the Holy Bible, in the book of Psalms 24:7-10: 

 
 “Lift up your heads, O ye gates; and be ye lifted up, ye everlasting doors; and the King 

of glory shall come in.” 
 “Who is this King of glory?  The LORD strong and mighty, the LORD mighty in battle.” 
 “Lift up your heads, O ye gates; even lift them up, ye everlasting doors;  and the King of 
glory shall come in.” 
 “Who is this King of glory?” 
 “The LORD of hosts, he is the King of glory.” 
 
 The angelic dialogue is exhibited for us, when it is heard during the Divine Liturgy, as 
the deacon approaches the celebrant priest with the chalice during the Great Entrance 
(Veraperoom). 

Second Palm Sunday is one more reminder of the Ascension of Christ and grants us the 
hope for ascending to heaven after our deaths, and being in the bliss of God’s presence.
