TODAY’S GOSPEL:  Luke 15:1-32 

 

 Now the tax collectors and sinners were all drawing near to hear him.  And the Pharisees 
and the scribes murmured saying, “This man receives sinners and eats with them.”  
 So he told them this parable:  “What man of you, having a hundred sheep, if he has lost 
one of them, does not leave the ninety nine in the wilderness, and go after the one which is lost, 
until he finds it?  And when he has found it, he lays it on his shoulders, rejoicing.  And when he 
comes home, he calls together his friends and his neighbors, saying to them, `Rejoice with me, 
for I have found my sheep which was lost.'  Just so, I tell you, there will be more joy in heaven 
over one sinner who repents than over ninety nine righteous persons who need no repentance. 
 “Or what woman, having ten silver coins, if she loses one coin, does not light a lamp and 
sweep the house and seek diligently until she finds it?  And when she has found it, she calls to-
gether her friends and neighbors, saying, `Rejoice with me, for I have found the coin which I had 
lost.'  Just so, I tell you, there is joy before the angels of God over one sinner who repents.” 
 And he said, “There was a man who had two sons; and the younger of them said to his 
father, `Father, give me the share of property that falls to me.'  And he divided his living be-
tween them.  Not many days later, the younger son gathered all he had and took his journey 
into a far country, and there he squandered his property in loose living.  And when he had spent 
everything, a great famine arose in that country, and he began to be in want.  So he went and 
joined himself to one of the citizens of that country, who sent him into fields to feed swine.  And 
he would gladly have fed on the pods that the swine ate; and no one gave him anything.  But 
when he came to himself he said, `How many of my father's hired servants have bread enough 
and to spare, but I perish here with hunger!  I will arise and go to my father, and I will say to him, 
“Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you; I am no longer worthy to be called your 
son; treat me as one of your hired servants.'”  And he arose and came to his father.  But while he 
was yet at a distance, his father saw him and had compassion, and ran and embraced him and 
kissed him.  And the son said to him, `Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you; I am 
no longer worthy to be called your son.'  But the father said to his servants, `Bring quickly  the 
best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet; and bring the 
fatted calf and kill it, and let us eat and make merry; for this my son was dead, and is alive again; 
he was lost, and is found.'  And they began to make merry. 
 “Now his elder son was in the field; and as he came and drew near to the house, he 
heard music and dancing And he called one of the servants and asked what this meant.  And he 
said to him, `Your brother has come, and your father has killed the fatted calf, because he has 
received him safe and sound.'  But he was angry and refused to go in.  His father came out and 
entreated, but he answered his father, `Lo, these many years I have served you, and I never dis-
obeyed your command; yet you never gave me a kid, that I might make merry with my friends.  
But when this son of yours came, who has devoured your living with harlots, you killed for him 
the fatted calf!'  And he said to him, `Son, you are always with me, and all that is mine is yours.  
It was fitting to make merry and be glad, for this your brother was dead, and is alive; he was lost, 
and is found.'”

GREAT LENT  MEDZ BAHK: A Time to Look at your „spirit‟ 

Q-Who is God, Who am I and How can I be like him. 

 A-God is Father, Son and Holy Spirit and we know Him through Jesus Christ, called Son of God, but 

for Christians- The Revelation of God 

 

It is our life‘s journey as Christians to become Godlike,  as Jesus teaches us You therefore must be per-

fect, as your heavenly Father is perfect.  Great Lent is the time of perfecting the human spirit and soul, a 

40 day period of spiritual and physical perfecting before we celebrate the MOST PERFECT… Christ 

God‘s Resurrection from the Dead on Easter. Great Lent also helps us remember the 40 days when Je-

sus Himself fasted and prayed in the wilderness, away from family, friends, foods, and distractions as 

he prepared His Ministry in helping us find Godly perfection. 

 

During these 40 days we also fast and pray more, we focus on the kingdom of heaven and not on the 

world only; trying to find the answers to the questions,  Who is God, Who am I and How can I be like 

Him? 

 

WHEN DID GREAT LENT ORIGINATE? 

 

The first reference to Great Lent is from a 4th century Saint named Athanasius. In one of his letters, he 

speaks about a 40 day fast beginning in the sixth week before Easter Sunday which includes the week 

before Easter called Holy Week. By the year 340, Great Lent  became universally recognized and ob-

served. By 384 it was officially a practice of the Church in the Holy City Jerusalem with fully orga-

nized services of worship that even Armenians living there started to practice and make part of Armeni-

an Christian tradition. 

 

HOW DID GREAT LENT ORIGINATE? 

 

Most likely, Great Lent originated as time to prepare for Baptism into the Christian faith and church. It 

was before Easter Sunday that this life of seeking ‗perfection‘ took place. In the early days of Christian-

ity, Baptism into the Church was aligned with the celebration of Easter and the Resurrection of Christ. 

During these days, all who wanted to be Christian were taught the faith, learned how to worship and 

pray as a community; and how to pray as an individual as well. On Easter Eve, they were baptized into 

the Church.  Over time this season of 40 days in learning the ways of a Christian life became formal-

ized as a time of instruction not only for becoming a Christian but came to be observed by all Churches 

and for all who were already themselves Christian. It was called a period of Great Keeping as we say in 

Armenian Medz Bahk. And, it was during this time, the entire church adopted 40 days to prepare for the 

greatest of feast days, the Holy Resurrection of Jesus Christ.

¶  The altar curtain is closed. 
 
¶  There is no Kiss of Peace during the Divine Liturgy. 
 
¶  Holy Communion is not offered during the Divine Liturgy. 
 
¶  The Holy Gospels Book is not venerated after worship. 
 
¶  Hymns are sung in penitential melody. 
 
¶  Names of saints are not remembered. 
 
¶  The organ is not played when departing from the sanctuary. 
 
¶  All should remain silent when exiting the sanctuary after  worship in respect to those 
who remain for devotional prayers. 

 
¶  Weddings and Baptisms are not celebrated.
