TODAY’S GOSPEL: JOHN 5:19-30

Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, the Son can do nothing of his own accord, but only what he
sees the Father doing; for whatever he does, that the Son does likewise. For the Father loves the Son,
and shows him all that he himself is doing; and greater works than these will he show him, that you may
marvel. For as the Father raises the dead and gives them life, so also the Son gives life to whom he will.
The Father judges no one, but has given all judgment to the Son, that all may honor the Son, even as
they honor the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent him. Truly,
truly, | say to you, he who hears my word and believes him who sent me, has eternal life; he does not
come into judgment, but has passed from death to life.

“Truly, truly, | say to you, the hour is coming, and now is, when the dead will hear the voice of
the Son of God, and those who hear will live. For as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the
Son also to have life in himself, and has given him authority to execute judgment, because he is the Son
of Man. Do not marvel at this; for the hour is coming when all who are in the tombs will hear his voice
and come forth, those who have done good, to the resurrection of life, and those who have done evil, to
the resurrection of judgment.

THE SUPREME PATRIARCH AND CATHOLICOS OF ALL THE ARMENIANS,
KAREKIN II, VISITS ROME MAY 7-9

Following Vatican Council I, new relations have developed between the Catho-
lic Church and the Armenian Church. Representatives of the two catholicates of Etch-
miadzin and Antelias are members of the Mixed International Commission for theologi-
cal dialogue between the Catholic Church and the Oriental Orthodox Churches.

During the Jubilee year 2000, Catholicos Karekin Il visited the Church of Rome.
In 2001, Pope John Paul Il paid a visit to the Catholicate of Etchmiadzin. The patriarch
later headed the Armenian delegation during the funeral of John Paul Il. Karekin Il also
met with Benedict XVI in 2008 and 2012, and was present during the inauguration of
the Petrine ministry of Pope Francis. On May 8 the Catholicos met Pope Francis and
they prayed together. They visited the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity
and various other dicasteries of the Roman Curia. Finally, they visited the tomb of St.
Peter and prayed before the statue of St. Gregory the llluminator, which is located on
the north courtyard of the Vatican Basilica.
