That is how the Bible (Acts 2:2-4) describes the dramatic miracle of Pentecost:  the event that the 
Armenian Church will celebrate on Sunday, May 24th. The apostles had already witnessed the Cru-
cifixion and the Resurrection of Jesus Christ, and later had witnessed His Ascension.  Since then, 
they had been waiting the “comforter” Christ promised—and while they had little idea what this 
comforter might do, they had faith that the Holy Spirit would inspire them, re-invent them, and make them new. 
 
The promise of “newness,” of “re-invention,” is a vital message of Pentecost.  And it is a promise that 
persists throughout time.  On the first Pentecost, the Holy Spirit inspired the birth of the Christian 
Church; but it went forth to inspire the conversion of the Armenian people, the founding of parishes 
across our Diocese, and the faithful acts of countless people down to the present day. Pentecost co-
incides with “Vocations Day,” which reminds us that the Holy Spirit calls every member of the 
church to a greater purpose, in the service of our Lord.  It’s a timely message during this Diocesan

Church in North America. Since its establishment, St. Nersess has graduated 
outstanding young men and women who are serving the Armenian Church faithfully 
as priests and educators for the Dioceses of North America. Three seminarians will 
graduate from St.  Nersess on May 29. His Eminence Abp. Khajag Barsamian, Primate 
of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America (Eastern) and President of the St. 
Nersess Board of Directors, will preside at the graduation. Dn. Vahe Bagdasarian, 
who is originally from Istanbul, will be graduating from the Armenian Church Studies 
Program at St. Nersess Seminary. In the fall, he will begin an internship as a pastoral 
assistant at St. Leon Armenian Church in Fair Lawn, NJ. Kathryn Ashbahian, who is 
from New Jersey, will receive her Master of Arts degree from St. Nersess and St. Vla-
dimir's Orthodox Theological Seminaries. In the fall, Kathryn will work at the Eastern 
Diocese in the Department of Youth Ministry. Arpi Nakashian, who was 
born in Jerusalem, will receive her Master of Arts from St. Nersess and St. Vladi-
mir's Seminaries.

Today the Armenian Church Also Celebrates the Prophet Elijah 
The Prophet Elijah - ʤʟʩʧʉ ʌʙʒʈ ʛʈʧʊʈʧʎ 

 

In Hebrew  %ÌÉÙÁÈÕ, meaning "My God is Yahweh" or "My God Is Jah" or Elias in Greek, %ÌþÁÓ 

in Syriac, 9ÅÇÈÉÁ in Armenian, was a prophet and a wonder-worker in the northern 

kingdom of Israel during the reign of Ahab (9th century BC), according to the 

biblical Books of Kings.  

 

According to the Books of Kings from the Old Testament, Elijah defended the worship of 

Yahweh over that of the Canaanite idol Baal. He also had God do miracles for him, which 

included raising the dead, bringing fire down from the sky, and having him be taken up, 

"by a whirlwind".  

 

In the Book of Malachi also from the Old Testament, Elijah's return is prophesied "before 

the coming of the great and terrible day of the Lord", making him a harbinger of 

the Messiah and the eschaton (the last days)  in various faiths that revere the Hebrew Bi-

ble. References to Elijah appear in the Jewish Talmud, the -ÉÓÈÎÁÈ/Oral Torah, 

the Christian New Testament and the Muslim Qur'an. 

 

In Judaism, Elijah's name is invoked at the weekly Havdalah ritual that marks the end 

of Shabbat, and Elijah is invoked in other Jewish customs, among them, the Passover 

seder and the Brit milah (ritual circumcision). He appears in numerous stories and refer-

ences in the Haggadah and rabbinic literature, including the Babylonian Talmud. 

 

In Christianity the New Testament describes how both Jesus and John the Baptist are compared with Elijah 

and on some occasions thought by some to be manifestations of Elijah, and Elijah appears 

along with Moses during the Transfiguration of Jesus. Elijah is also a figure in various 

Christian folk traditions, often identified with earlier pagan thunder or sky gods. 

 

In the Qur'an and certain Islamic traditions, Elijah is described as a great and righteous 

man of God and one who powerfully preached against the worship of Baal.
