THE MYSTERY OF THE MIND 

Of the spirit's faculties in general; how the mind as a principal power com-
prehends in itself all the other faculties and their works. 
 
They are Reason, Will, Imagination, and Feeling. All are man's vital work-
ing powers through which we process the data of reality. The Mind is the 
comprehensive faculty which receives, sorts, and retains the knowledge. 
The Mind's task is not properly said to work but to understand. 
 
Man's faculties are both primary and secondary not because man's spirit is 
divisible but because the data they process is divisible into two main cate-
gories. The first - related to spirit, is primary, and the second includes eve-
rything related to matter, which is called secondary. Reason and Will are 
called primary because they are not material and can function inde-
pendently of the other faculties of Imagination and Feeling. 
 
Reason is the faculty which enables us to distinguish the bad from the 
good, the good from the better, and the better from the best. Or as the 
case may be, the good from the bad, the bad from the worse, and the 
worse from the worst. Before Adam sinned he reasoned naturally and easi-
ly. But now Reason, blinded as a consequence of his original sin, it errs un-
less it is illu-mined by grace. 
 
The Mind embraces both Reason and its object. After Reason has deter-
mined what is good, the Will moves toward it with love and desire and fi-
nally rests in it with satisfaction, delight, and full consent. Before Adam’s 
falling to sin, man was in no danger of choosing and loving a false good 
because living in the full grace of God and with integrity he experienced 
each thing as it really was. 
 
All his faculties were sound and he was not liable to be deceived by any of 
them. But after his fall out of God’s grace, man can no longer consistently 
choose the good without the assistance of grace. That is why we pray for 
the wisdom of God. Original sin left him wounded and blind so that he is 
easily deceived by appearances and chooses an evil which has disguised 
itself as good.

ASK THE PASTOR …  DID YOU KNOW? 

 
A question was asked about the painting of Jesus in the Garden of Geth-
semane hanging to the right of the lobby entry into the church proper. 

This painting was given to us by the pastor of the old St. John’s Church 
on Oakman Boulevard, now a Baptist Church. It was left behind when we 
moved out in 1959 to relocate in our newly built cultural hall in South-
field. When we visited our old church in 2001 on a special pilgrimage 
with our parishioners, the pastor presented it to us to be placed in our 
present church. It was presented to the church on the day of its dedica-
tion—December 15, 1931—donated by Mr. Papken Der Haroutunian, in 
memory of his father, Rev. Fr. Khoren Der Haroutunian, a native of Van, 
Armenia. We received the painting with the marks and damaged areas. 
Apparently the burns and tears are from what the painting suffered 
while at the old church. It may have been used for a devotional altar 
where candles were burned and that is why it is damaged.
